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· Parents / guardians are encouraged to inform the school in the event their child has head lice. This matter will be treated in confidence. 
· Where head lice are detected in any classroom, a standard note (Appendix 1)  is circulated to parents / guardians of all children in the class informing them of the problem.

· The note includes the Health Service Executive (HSE) website page which outlines procedures to be followed in an effort to treat, prevent the spread of the headlice and ultimately to eradicate the problem. · In the event of a persistent outbreak a second note will be sent from the Principal. (Appendix 2)
